6. Two typewritten character reference letters from individuals, other than relatives, that
know your potential for post high school education or technical training.

7. A student bio form (see the attached) to be used in Sunday morning program.

8. A recent photo.

Applicants will be contacted by telephone for a scheduled interview, which will be conducted on
Saturday, July 14, 2018. All students (active church participants) planning to attend a college
or university anytime during the 2018-2019 academic year are encouraged to apply. If you have
any questions, please direct them to Deacon Les Moore (859) 396-8359.

In order to receive disbursements for second semester or quarter, you must send a copy of your
transcript showing a GPA of 2.0 or better and a letter from the college/university verifying
enrollment to the church office or email it to: quisha.ray@toyota.com or nlhump2@gmail.com.
Once the transcript and verification of enrollment letter has been received the student will be
notified (via email) to pick up the check in the church office or that the check has been sent
directly to the school (if previously requested).
